
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

Jeremiah 23:23-29 It is important to discern between the dreams of 

humanity and God’s word. God sees things as they are and 

nothing is hidden from him. Human dreams are so often just the 

longings of the dreamer. Jeremiah calls them lies, because their 

perspective is false. It is not enough to dream. Do our dreams 

measure up to comparison with God’s word? 

Psalm 82 God’s judgment is true and fair and cannot be avoided. 

Yet it is not about things that are too complicated for us. It is about 

justice for the weak, care for the needy, impartiality before human 

strength. God has a permanent concern for the poor, the weak, 

those whose rights are neglected and whose voice is shouted 

down. Though we may be like gods, it is against those standards 

that we will be judged. 

Hebrews 11:29-12:2 The history of God’s salvation of his people is 

one of the triumph of those willing to trust God’s providence. The 

mixed bag of those who trust God are marked by extraordinary 

achievement. Often their faith points beyond their lifetime. Always, 

their achievements survive them, for they become part of the 

history of God’s redemption of his people. It is only in the light of 

Jesus that their true worth can be glimpsed.  

Luke 12:49-56 Humans can read the signs of good and bad 

weather. But will they take the trouble to look for the signs of God’s 

activity and purpose among them? Jesus warns his disciples that 

he has not come just to spread sweetness and light. Taking him 

seriously may involve taking difficult, controversial and even 

divisive decisions. Have we the courage to read the times and to 

test them against the word of God? For sure, that does not mean 

looking for confirmation of our prejudices, but for the renewing, 

challenging insights that only God can offer.  

 

Pointers for prayer 

• What are the dreams and visions that rule my life? Do they 

measure up to God’s word? 

• Pray for those who are confronted by difficult and potentially 

divisive decisions, to have discernment, courage and love; 

• Thank God for his faithfulness to all his people.

Holy Trinity is up to date with methods of electronic 

giving! Givt has been available in the collection bags for some time 

and now we have added Payconiq. You will see the Payconiq QR code 

on the collection bag for you to make your offering digitally.  The Treasurer 

tells us that the cost per transaction using cash is 30 cents whereas with 

Payconiq it is only 7 cents, so it makes sense to use Payconiq wherever 

possible. 

Peace & Conflict transformation courses:  The next series 

of courses (FR and EN) runs from October to April 2023 (45 hours for the first 

level: deep understanding of conflict - it’s positive transformation and 30 

hours for the second level: Tools of peacemakers and mediators). The 

English-speaking group will meet on Mondays (except the first Monday of 

the month) via Zoom from 19:00-22:00.  The French speaking group will 

meet on Wednesdays via Zoom from 19:00-22:00.  There will also be in-

person courses on the second Saturday of the month at the church or a 

weekend away.
